Notification 
may be personal contact, phone call or written communication.  If 
calling the school office before school hours, please leave a message. 
 

Attendance is monitored for all students. A letter will be sent home 
when attendance is a concern.   
 

Truancy as defined in Wis. Stats. 118.16, a student who is absent from 
school without a valid excuse for all or part of five days in one semester 
is considered truant.  A student is also considered truant if absent for 
part or all of ten or more days, excused and unexcused combined.  After 
10 plus absences, excused and unexcused combined, the school may 
request a medical excuse.  A medical excuse is a written statement on 
letterhead or prescription form from a physician that excuses your child 
from school for medical reasons that are being addressed.
