Parking Lot Reminders
A few helpful reminders for a positive parking lot experience:

AM Drop-Off:

The first 3 vehicles drop off children as the remaining cars wait in line
with children getting ready to exit. The first car needs to pull up to the
end of the sidewalk at the sign “"Bus Drop-Off Only”. The first car in line
will be aligned with the large window to the right of the car.

PM Pick-UP:

Please leave room for buses. Buses enter the pick-up area on the
playground The pick-up lane needs a break in traffic between the chainlink
fence by the playground and the sidewalk along the front of the building.
The pick-up lane extends to the front of the building at the PM Pick-Up.
The first car in the pick-up lane may go as far as the brick divide between
the windows on the front of the building; the area of brick that sticks
out.

Whether you are dropping off or picking up, you MUST:
e remain in your car when in the drop-off/pick-up lane
e never do a U-Turn
e always watch for pedestrians, other drivers and buses
